· Welcome and Introductions

· President’s Report:

· As stated in our mission, Jose would like to work in the upcoming year on creating a Lewis county branch of the HRT.

· Our 501(c)(3) status already includes both counties.

· The organization would work like the United Way or Boy Scouts with an umbrella organization and a shared mission and 501 (C)(3) status, but with separate geographic groups.

· Also this year we should focus on building up membership and financial support.

· Treasurer’s Report

· We have $2125 more in cash since the last report was given, these funds are for the Latino Youth Summit.

· The money is from donations and information and college table contributions.

· Most of our specific bills for items like food, t-shirts, etc. are being picked up directly by the partnering and supporting agencies.

· TechPrep programs for Centralia and Grays Harbor Community Colleges will be awarding gas vouchers again.  Last year around $1000 of gas vouchers were given out.

· We still have not received our official 501(c)(3) status, Shawn was told it was “in process.”  He sent a formal letter inquiring into a more detailed answer.

· Membership 

· HRT brochures are available.

· Shawn Lewis had 500 printed and Carmen has the brochures that have not yet been distributed.

· We may want to consider holding a Parent/Community Outreach event aimed at migrant parents.  

· It could be hosted by N. Thurston School District.

· Jose has already done a similar program in Lewis county.

· The event includes health care information, support for the kids, immigrants rights, workers rights, and could possibly include economic development.

· Meetings

· The WA State Hispanic Chamber of Commerce meets the first Tuesday of every month at 6:30 a.m. at the WA Athletic Club in downtown Seattle. www.wshcc.com
· There is also a Pierce County Hispanic Chamber meeting that occurs in Tacoma.

· Guest speaker Quynh-Tram H. Nguyen

· Quynh-Tram is a University of Washington doctoral candidate working on her PhD.

· She is studying the Vietnamese and Mexican communities of Olympia, Lacey, & Tumwater.

· She is gathering ethnographic data on agency, individual and grassroots organization levels.

· Her findings will be used to help these communities obtain grants.

· Quynh’s work is connected to the UW, Harvard, and Brandeis University.

· Quynh will be sharing her study with us and would appreciate any information we have on the local Mexican and Vietnamese communities.

· Youth Education Committee

· Our keynote speaker had to step down due to family matters (Phyllis Gutierrez-Kenney).

· Dr. Sandra Madrid was invited but she will be out of town.

· Rosalinda Guillén was invited and has accepted.  She is coming from Bellingham and we will pay for her mileage, her hotel room and a meal.

· She is the CEO of the Community to Community Project and a powerful advocate for the Latino community of WA State.

· She herself was a migrant worker as a child.

· Website

· The PSA about the Latino Youth Summit by Angel Hanson has been put on the website.

· Ivan is still working on changes to the website that were discussed at a retreat at Cliff’s house in August.

· There will be more Spanish language content on the site.

· There will be information on workers rights, economic development, etc.

· The site continues to get 3500 visits/week.

· Latino Youth Summit 2006

· Diana Castro has been contacted and she will contact Shelton schools.

· Matt McCauley in the Olympia district office will be contacted by Jose.

· The workshops are all coming together, they are grouped by subject and most workshops with similar themes are located next door to each other so that if one workshop is full a student can move on a similar workshop next door.

· The program will be put on the website so that students and counselors can take a look at the program before the day of the event.

· The volunteer training will be at Spangler Hall (St. Martin’s University) at 5:30.  A tour will be followed by a dinner and training.  The training will be over by 7:30.  Wednesday, October 11th.  Lilia, Andrea, and Cliff will lead this training.  This event should be used to recruit new HRT members.

· Marketing

· A vote was taken to go ahead and purchase a large banner (for hanging over traffic in Lacey and Olympia) and a small banner for community tables.

· Sara will contact these two spots to see if we can get a time to hang an LYS banner.

· Announcements

· SeaMar is having a Binational Health fair on October 12th.  The event is listed on the HRT calendar online.

· There is a Latino Consumer Education Conference in Seattle on October 3rd.  This is being put on by the WA State Attorney General’s Office.

· Shawn will look into scheduling next year’s meetings, following this year’s pattern, at the N. Thurston School District office.  The conference room can fit up to 150 people and we will have access to phones and fax.

· The United Way and Behavioral Health Resources are pairing together on the 211 project.  N. Thurston School District is collecting information on all community groups and organizations that serve the community and/or provide volunteer opportunities for helping the community.

· Our next Hispanic Roundtable meeting will be a steering committee meeting at Cliff’s office (Washington Statue University Thurston Extension) at noon on October 24th.
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
